	Travis County Juvenile Probation Department Day Enrichment Program (DEP) Presentation   
DEP is a community-based program providing intensive substance abuse treatment in a structured day treatment setting with a robust follows up and after care strategy. DEP’s mission is to foster individual growth, promote healthy living and recovery, support the development of individual responsibility, strengthen families and communities, and reduce recidivism. Program goals are to provide 60 successful days of educational instruction, substance use education, and therapy to participants that will result in (1) Reduction in drug use (2) Improvement in academic achievement (3) Improvement in school attendance (4) Development of leadership skills and 5) Reduction in recidivism among juveniles participating in the program. 
Additional Information 

· Aims to identify career paths and help them find hobbies

· Work with Urban roots and African American Youth Harvest Foundation 

· Offer vocational and life skills training 

· Building report with families is vital to program

· Peer to Peer education – would your program be open to this? Yes
· About how many kids do you sere in a year? Program was revamped in October and was previously housed on Cameron road. To date served 40 youth and currently have 14 enrolled with average attendance at 9-12

· Talk about transition to schools. Discharge meeting with family and transition specialist. Use last 20 days of program to visit their home schools and use case management to ensure that everything is stable. 

· Do students who participate in your program avoid a criminal record? They are adjudicated and have been found to have engaged in delinquent behavior. There is the potential to seal a record. 

· What is the bed capacity of residential? 109 with 60 dedicated to substance abuse with others going to other crimes. Minimum stay is 6 months.

· Annual Art Show-When is it? Not happening this year. Big funder pulled out. 

· When doing intake are trauma screenings being done? Absolutely. Every kid is screened and if indicated they are provided with services. 

· What support is there for the families? Case management and in home therapy along with a wealth of resources. 

· When assessing a family are questions about housing stability asked? Absolutely 

· Third Friday trainings where outside people come in to talk about services 

· Resource fair at Gardner Betts on July 15 where POs can see what is available in the community in regards to resources.

· Is there any insight and guidance you can share in regards to prevention that would have impacted the lives of students you see? Education in the elementary school level and recognizing the indicators in the family. Building healthy relationships.
